Homework will be given each week and will consist af: 15 spellings, times tahles and reading. Spelling
and times tahble test will take place every Friday. Spellings will consist of words from the year 3/4 statutory
spelling list, spelling patterns from the No- nonsense Spelling scheme that we follow in school and words
spelling techniques that they will be learning in class to practice their spellings at home. The weekly
spellings and, times tahles can be found in the homework folder on Righy Class page on the school
wehsite. In year 4, there is a government statutory multiplication test towwrds the end of the academic
year. The children are given 6 seconds to read the question and type the answers to 25 times tahble
questions, selected from 1x to 12x tables. To assist with leawning these, your child can use their TTRockstars
log in at home to practice learning their tables at pace, in an interactive woy. Lots of consolidation and,
practice will also take place in school.
