Reading 
Please read for at least 15 minutes every day with your parent or carer. Ask your parent or carer to sign 
your reading record so that you can get your books changed each week and continue working towards 
your reading challenge reward.  
 
Please bring your book in every day so we can read with you during reading time.  
  
Spelling 
Every week, you will have 6 spelling words that follow a rule that you will be tested on and 2 spelling 
words from the statutory year 3 and year 4 common exception words that you need to be able to read. 
 
Times tables 
Please practice your times tables every week alongside your spellings. You will be tested on these each 
Friday. You will get the same times table for two weeks to help children with quick recall. Later in the 
year, we will move on to quick recall of division facts too.

Spelling (6 words to spell): eight, ate, mail, male, blue, blew 
(2 to read): exercise, extreme,  
 
Times Tables: 3 x table (up to 3 x 12 = 36, random order) Use TTRS to practice 
(Garage and Soundcheck). 

2 10th November Daily Reading: 15 minutes school home reader (additional reads, from own books, 
as extra) – please sign diaries in order for books to be changed.  
 
Spelling (6 words to spell): return, rewrite, reuse, misbehave, misread, misspell 
(2 to read): experience, experiment  
 
Times Tables: 3 x table (up to 3 x 12 = 36, random order) Use TTRS to practice 
(Garage and Soundcheck). 

3 17th November Daily Reading: 15 minutes school home reader (additional reads, from own books, 
as extra) – please sign diaries in order for books to be changed.  
 
Spelling (6 words to spell): retry, renew, misplace, misspelt,  
(2 to read): February, forwards,  
 
Times Tables: 4 x table (up to 4 x 12 = 48, random order) Use TTRS to practice 
(Garage and Soundcheck). 



4 24th November Daily Reading: 15 minutes school home reader (additional reads, from own books, 
as extra) – please sign diaries in order for books to be changed.  
 
Spelling (6 words to spell): gym, Egypt, pyramid, mystery, 
(2 to read): famous, favourite 
 
Times Tables: 4 x table (up to 4 x 12 = 48, random order) Use TTRS to practice 
(Garage and Soundcheck). 

5 1st December Daily Reading: 15 minutes school home reader (additional reads, from own books, 
as extra) – please sign diaries in order for books to be changed.  
 
Spelling (6 words to spell, 2 to read): fruit, grammar, group, guard, interest, island,  
(2 to read): knowledge, length 
 
Times Tables: 8 x table (up to 8 x 12 = 96, random order) Use TTRS to practice 
(Garage and Soundcheck). 

6 8th December Daily Reading: 15 minutes school home reader (additional reads, from own books, 
as extra) – please sign diaries in order for books to be changed.  
 
Spelling (6 words to spell, 2 to read): fatigue, unique, catalogue, antique 
(2 to read): learn, library 

 
Times Tables: 8 x table (up to 8 x 12 = 96, random order) Use TTRS to practice 
(Garage and Soundcheck). 

7 15th December Daily Reading: 15 minutes school home reader (additional reads, from own books, 
as extra) – please sign diaries in order for books to be changed.  
 
Spelling (6 words to spell, 2 to read): material, medicine, mention, minute, natural, 
naughty 
(2 to read): notice, occasion 
 
Times Tables: A selection of times tables from this half term. Use TTRS to practice 
(Garage and Soundcheck). 

8 22nd December Daily Reading: 15 minutes school home reader (additional reads, from own books, 
as extra) – please sign diaries in order for books to be changed.  
 
Spelling (6 words to spell, 2 to read): occasionally, often, opposite, ordinary, 
perhaps, popular 
(2 to read): particular, peculiar 
 
Times Tables: A selection of times tables from this half term. Use TTRS to practice
